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Hospital Updates

e attended the SCI
W Chief meeting with
Dr. Fiedler, Candace

Rushing, Nurse Manager and
Adrienne Troubbeh, SCI Rehab
Supervisor held on Tiesday
March 10th.

It was announced that Alice
Underwood, Systems Analyst,
submitted her resignation to Dr.
Fiedler on Monday, March 9th.
Currently we only have Sheila
in the administration area in the
SCI Center Dr. Fiedler is still
pursuing the Administrative
Officer position and hoping
that it will be established some
time in June. He has no idea
how long it will take HR to
complete all of their input
before they can start advertis
ing. Then how long to get quat
ified applicants is another story
As far as having a temporary
person come in to help during
this time Dr. Fielder stated that
he thinks that the SCI Center
will be able to maintain with
the help of the duties distrib-
uted among staff

There is an opening for a cler
ical position to be the back-up
for Sheila. They had one apph
cant apply but did not meet the
gualifications so sent it back to
HR. The position is still open
with no other applicants as of
this date.

Candace reported that she is
recruiting for a 2 NA’s and has
selected one. They still have the
.5 RN position open. That will
be converted to a full time post
tion when one of the part time
nurses retires this summer

Since Barbara, Unit clerk, left
the nurses are filling in and
doing her position. Candace is
trying to get that position
upgraded from a GS-5 to a GS-
6 as Barbara did more things
than what was stated in the job
description.

We talked about the use of
disposable leg bags while inpa
tient to what the patients nor-
mally use at home. There has
not been any increase in the
amount of infections or prob-
lems. | did some checking with
other SCI Centers and found
out it was about 50% of them
do use the disposable leg bags
while inpatient. Candace stated
that the nurses follow the clean
ing protocol and there have not
been any complaints.

There is not a system in place
for the equipment on the floor
to be checked automatically
except the blood pressure
machines, which are on a
scheduled check annually by
biomed. Candace relies on the
nursing staff to report the
equipment that is broken. She
said that once equipment is
report then they follow up with
the progress of when the equip
ment will be fixed. There are
not any plans on changing the
system at this point.

Pam Hill, Outpatient and
Home Care nurse, has been
going out seeing more patients
in the outlying areas. Home
Care Services are going to be
expanding but all the legal
issues have to be worked out
before the services can be incer
porated.

SO management is going to
check on the status. | asked if in
the future there was going to be
a new accessible car ordered as
not everyone drives a van. They
will give it some thought.

The equipment that was stated
in the PVA 2008 National Site
Visit is in the process of being
ordered. The Urodynamics
equipment was ordered for the
hospital GU clinic and not
SCI1.They lost the order for SCI.
Dr. Fiedler gave them the
updated information and it will
be ordered and expedited. The
new pressure mapping system is
being ordered so the patients
will be able to see what type of
chair cushion they really need.
The center is not getting new
electric prone carts as it is felt
that Biomed is fixing the ones
that they have when they break
down in a limited time.

The pool clinic therapy and
other therapies are being evalu
ated by PM&R (Physical
Medicine and Rehab) to see
how long the patients have
been coming to the pool clin
ics/therapies. They are going to
start restricting the length of
time that the patient can come
to the VA for therapy. Once the
person has met their goals they
are going to have to continue
their therapy in the community
using their own resources.
Currently Sheila takes care of
scheduling the pool therapy
groups and that will continue
for a couple more months as
pool scheduling will be moved
out of SCI.

Adrienne, SCI Rehab
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Supervisor and Monica

Truijulo, Chief of Prosthetics
have been working together
about getting a mobility clinic
started with the wheelchair ven
dors coming in for one day to
help order/issue the wheelchairs
to the SCI patients. This will
also affect the wheelchair stor
age as everyone will have more
control over what is being
ordered and when/what needs
to be distributed. More on this
issue as things get completed
and put into action.

Currently Dr. Padilla is our
only psychologist on the SCI
ward. We are suppose to have
1.5 psychologist assigned to the
ward, so last year the Director
stated that they would have a
psychologist come over when
requested which turned out to
be more of a consulting basis.
Now it has been determined that
we need the .5 psychologist full
time on the ward so HR is in the
process of recruiting for one.

To end the meeting on a posi
tive note it was stated that the
hospital is working with Direct
TV to see about increasing the
number of TV channels that we
currently have available to the
inpatients. They are looking at
the hardware that is needed and
the cost along with the capabilt
ty. | also brought up about
wireless internet for the SCI
patients. | was told that IT is
exploring this issue and they
really don’t see why it can'’t
happen. We will continue to
follow this issue.

Paralyzed Veterans
Welcomes
Administration’s
Withdrawal of Plan
to Charge Private
Health Insurance
for Combat-Related
Treatment

ashington, DC —
Paralyzed \éterans of

America called the decision by
the Obama Administration to
withdraw a proposal to have
private insurance carriers pay
for the treatment of veterans
who incur service-related
injuries or disabilities a “positive
step in maintaining the nation’s
obligation to care for those who
serve in defense of the nation.”

“When we learned of this pro-
posal, Raralyzed \éterans and
the broad veterans community
were angry and immediately
voiced our concerns to the
White House,” said Randy L.
Pleva, Sr,
national president of Raralyzed
Veterans of America. “The
Administration heard our con-
cerns, and on Monday leaders
of veterans organizations were
invited to meet with the
President and his staff to discuss
the plan.”

A follow-up meeting was held
with White Ho use Chief of
Staff Rahm Emanuel yesterday

Later in the day Speaker of the
House Nancy Relosi announced
at a meeting of veterans and
military organizations that the
President had decided to drop
the plan.

“The President’s willingness to
meet and listen to us is com
mendable,” said Pesident Pleva.
“Hopefully , this signals that the
White House will continue a
dialogue on how to meet the
needs of veterans. | am very
encouraged by these events.”

In recent oral and written tes
timony before the Senate and
House \eterans’ Afairs
Committees, Pleva stressed to
lawmakers that Resident
Obama’s proposed and welcome
budget increase for the
Department of Veterans Afairs
should not come as a result of
new fees or other additional
financial burdens on veterans
with service-connected condi
tions.

Traditions Of The Egg
From Equinox To Easter

—ggs were colored, blessed,
—cxchanged, and eaten as part
of the rites of spring long before
Christian times. Even the earh

est civilizations held springtime
festivals to welcome the sun’s
rising from its long winter sleep.
They thought of the sun’s return
from darkness as an annual mir
acle and regarded the egg as a
natural wonder and a proof of
the renewal of life.

As Christianity spread, the egg
was adopted as a symbol of
Christ’'s Resurrection.

In Slavic countries:

Baskets of food including eggs
are traditionally taken to church
to be blessed on Holy Saturday
or before the Easter midnight
Mass, then taken home for a
part of Easter breakfast.

Central European countries:
Polish, Slavic, and Ukrainian
people create intricate designs
on the eggs. They draw lines
with a wax pencil or stylus, dip
the egg in color, and repeat the

process many times to make
true works of art. Every dot and
line in the pattern has a mean
ing. Yugoslavian Easter eggs
bear the initials XV for “Christ
is Risen,” a traditional Easter
greeting.

Russians:
During the reign of the tsars,
the Russian royal family carried
the custom of decorative eggs to
great lengths, giving exquisitely
detailed jeweled eggs made by
goldsmith Carl Faberge from
the 1880s until 1917.

Germans:
Eggs that go into Easter foods
are not broken, but emptied
out. The empty shells are paint
ed and decorated with bits of
lace, cloth or ribbon, then hung
with ribbons on an evergreen or
small leafless tree.
