From the Vice President

y apologies for no
IVI report to the Zia PVA
membership in the
January Newsletter | have been a
guest (patient) at the SCI Center
since the 17th of November in
an effort to heal a pressure sore.
This, being my first such sore in
over 32 plus years in a wheel
chair, and having gotten it
because of my own negligence,
aggravates me no end (no pun
intended).

While spending time as an
inpatient, I've had lots of time to
observe the day to day opera
tions of the SCI Unit and most of
its staff, at all levels. I've come to
the following conclusions:

Ninety five percent (95%) of
the SCI staff is doing an
Outstanding Job taking care of
the inpatients. | won’t remark on
my thoughts about the other 5%.
The 95% percentile is very dedi
cated to the patient’s needs,
treatment, and concerns. They go
out of their way to ease expert
ence of being an inpatient. SCI
patients are very time, need, and
care level intensive and it takes
special people to care for them.
I’'m very thankful for the level of
care | and the other SCI patients
receive!

The food served is nutritional,
but Institutional, depending on
which type of diet you are on.
Most of the Food Service Staff is
most courteous and prompt with
the meals. Considering the logis
tics, | am surprised at just how
hot the meals actually are.

Our new Recreational
Therapist, Janet E., is doing a
super job!

The additional Physical and
Occupational Therapist were
much needed, but we still need
more to provide for weekend
treatment. Meetings and paper
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work cut into hands-on treat-
ment time and stretch these posi
tions thin.

The rest of the SCI staff could
be increased as well. Meetings,
paperwork, sick leave, vacation
leave, non-communication, holr
days, seem to stretch all levels of
the SCI Unit staff thin.
Considering that the staffing
level is supposed to be at a 26-
bed level, it is sometimes forced
to exceed that level which causes
further stretching of staff effec
tiveness.

Regardless of the seemingly
overpowering odds, our SCI Unit
Is one of the best in the country!
The Out and Inpatient Annual
Evaluations program attracts SCI
patients from seven plus states
including New Mexico because
of treatment, evaluation and
facilities. Why, some of the inpa
tients like it here so much,
they've been here for years.

In 2009, Zia PVA Chapter
keeps moving forward. The new
Chapter Building Addition is
almost completed and should
add a new dimension in Zia’s
service to the membership. But,
like any other Volunteer based
organization, Zia PVA needs
service from its members in
order to improve service to the
whole membership! Zia P\A
Needs Yu! Zia PVA needs mem
bers to be on the Board of
Directors’, volunteers for pro-

grams, committees, and activities.

Over the years | have heard a lot
of complaints about how the Zia
PVA Chapter is being run, but
not many of the membership
come forward to help or correct
the problems, real or perceived.

H fellow veterans and
family members. |

am writing this article to
give you an update on
things currently happening
at the VA Regional Office
(RO).

Many veterans have beer
calling and wondering
about the status of their
claims, Notice of
Disagreements (NOD), or
their appeals. | recently spoke
with the Veterans Service Center
Manager and asked what the ¥
has set as target dates for the
above mentioned issues. | was
informed that claims for entitle-
ment to service connection
and/or service connected increase
are now taking anywhere from 6
to 8 months to be completed and
rated. The majority of these
claims are being worked here in
Albuquerque, but the RO has
been brokering around 100
claims a month to either the San
Diego or Seattle RO’s. The rea
son being is so these claims can
be completed and rated as quick
ly as possible for the veterans.
Notices of Disagreements are tak
ing up to 167 days to be complet
ed. If the decision is a grant of
benefits from the NOD, then the
Decision Review Officer (DRO)
will issue a rating decision. If the
DRO continues the denial based
on the evidence of record, then a
Statement of the Case (SOC) will
be issued to the veteran, inform
ing of the decision. If a SOC is
issued, then a YA Form 9 will be
required to be completed and
submitted within 60 days of the
date of notification of the SOC.
The VA Form 9 formalizes the
appeal which is taking up to 340
days to be completed. &ke into
consideration that this is the
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Department of Veterans Afairs
and some claims, NOD'’s, and
appeals might take longer than
others, depending on the situa
tion.

I would like to touch on the
subject of Rduciary claims.
Fiduciary claims are initiated
when the VA has found a veteran
not competent to handle dis
bursement of his or her funds. All
fiduciary claims are now being
completed at the Salt Lake City
VA Regional Office. The change
in jurisdiction was implemented
about 6 months ago. & have
three field examiners here at the
Albuquerque RO that will go out
and do a personal interview with
the proposed fiduciary They will
also be inspecting the living con
ditions of the veteran who has
been rated incompetent. Some of
the fiduciary claims do take time
due to the field examiner having
to write their report, and then
submit their findings to the Salt
Lake City RO for the fiduciary to
be approved.

Now | would like to let you
know about things that might be
happening at the RO in the near
future. The VA has come to a
decision that around August of
this year, all of the following
claims will be worked, complet
ed, and rated under the jurisdie
tion of the St. Paul, Philadelphia,
and Milwaukee RO’s: Burial

Richad Martinez, NSO Il

Allowances, Dependency and
Indemnity Compensation
(DIC), Death Pension, and
Accrued Benefits.

It has also been deter
mined that the Seattle RO will
take over jurisdiction for the
NOD'’s where the veteran has
elected the Taditional Appeal
Process. What exactly is the
Traditional Appeal Process? A
staff member of the \A will
check your claims file for com

pleteness. A review of the ewi
dence, statements from the veter
an’s representative and any other
available information in the
claims folder. This may lead to
the VA requesting additional evi
dence and the veteran may be
asked to clarify questions about
the disagreement.

Again, | emphasize that this is
the Department of \Veeterans
Affairs and that all of the above
mentioned changes may or may
not be implemented. We all know
how the Department of Veterans
Affairs works, so making plans
and actually implementing them
will more than likely change one
or two times and even possibly a
third time before any action is
actually taken on changing the
jurisdiction of the claims.

I know that | will be hearing
from a lot of you after reading
this article with a lot of ques-
tions. Please feel free to contact
me at the Regional Office and |
will try my best to answer them.
Keep in mind that | am only a
single man working all the claims,
so please bear with me.

Hospital Updates

Dental Clinic — The dental clinic
has previously had emergency
dental appointments for an hour a
day starting at 12 noon. This
means that you would have to
come to the clinic and they would
take first come first served. They
found out that they did not have
enough time to treat everyone.
Emergency dental care has
changed now and the dental clinic
is now having emergency appoint
ments all day long. If you are ekl
gible for dental services and have
a dental emergency you should
call them and an appointment will
be made and should be taken care
of in a couple of days.

Clothing allowance — To be eligr
ble for clothing allowance a veter
an needs to have a service cen
nected disability and wears or uses
a prosthetic or orthopedic appli-
ance (including a wheelchair)
which tend to wear out or tear
the clothing of the veteran or a
physician has prescribed medica
tion for a skin condition that is
service connected and has
irreparable damage to the veter
an’s outer garments.

Currently clothing allowance is
only paid once no matter how
many disabilities the veteran may
qualify for. We have just received
a Federal Court decision that
states if a veteran has more than
one qualifying disability for the
clothing allowance the veteran
can receive more than one cloth
ing allowance. This means that if
a person uses a prosthetic appli
ance and has a skin condition they
will be eligible for clothing
allowance twice.

| don’'t have the specifics yet as
far as what the final criteria is and
how Prosthetics is going to
process this. Also what the effec
tive date will be. Once | get the
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final ruling | will let everyone
know.

Travel reimbursement— This is
just a reminder that travel reim
bursement went up from 28.5
cent to 41.5 cents a mile. Starting
January 9, 2009 the deductible
amount will be $3.00 for each
one-way trip and $6.00 for each
round trip-with a calendar cap of
$18.00 or six one-way trips or
three round trips, whichever
comes first. The previous
deductible was $7.77 for a one-
way trip and $15.54 for a round
trip with a calendar cap of
$46.62. This is to help further
reduce the financial hardship for
some veterans so they can use the
health care at the \A.

VA assisting veterans with health
care — For veterans struggling
financially due to a job loss or
decreased income, the
Department of Veterans Afairs
(VA) offers an assortment of pro
grams that can relieve the costs of
health care of provide care at no
Ccost.

Veterans whose previous income
was ruled too high for VA health
care may be able to enter the X
system based upon a hardship if
their current year’'s income is pro
jected to fall below federal
income thresholds due to a job
loss, separation from service or
some other financial setback.
Veterans determined eligible due
to hardship can avoid co-pays
applied to higher- income veter
ans. Qualifying veterans may be
eligible for enrollment and receive
health care at no cost.

Also eligible for no-cost VA care
are most veterans who recently
returned from a combat zone.
They are entitled to five years of
free VA care. The five-year

“clock” begins with their dis -
charge from the military, not their
departure from the combat zone.

Prosthetics— If you receive a
new wheelchair you do not have
to turn in your old chair. The VA
will not be responsible for the
upkeep of the old chair as it will
be taken off of your prosthetic
record.

If you don’t have a Rrosthetic
Service Card (PSC) please request
one from the prosthetics depart
ment. They have the updated
computer software and it is now
easy to process. They have a small
amount associated with them to
get wheelchairs fixed but it does
help if you are traveling or some
thing happens on the weekend.
This is just a little more reassur
ance.

Since | have been at the SCI
Center full time | have been get
ting a lot of calls to check on the
status of their wheelchair or
equipment that they were prom
ised months ago. | have started a
log and so far | have about 24
clients that | am following every
month checking the status. | have
discovered that some of these
clients have been promised new
chairs since they were in for their
evaluation in March/April 2008.
The problem that | am finding is
that the consult stating what is
suppose to be purchased has not
been put in the computer at the
time of the evaluation. It is very
difficult for others to do any fol -
low up and try to process the
request without the required
information.

| am asking for your assistance.
If you were told that you were
going to be receiving a new man
ual/power chair, lift, helper aids
and have not received them from
your last annual evaluation please

Beware Your

hat passes for dinner at

many restaurants today is a
plate stacked with so much food
it's a wonder that waiters can get
it to the table. Where have
human-sized portions gone? And
what can we do to keep from
overindulging?

Here are six foods and the ree
ommended serving portions
beneath them, along with a com
mon item that’s of a similar size.
Use the common items to gauge
how much of your food you
should eat. If your single serving
of pasta resembles a bowling ball
rather than a baseball, try to
refrain from cleaning your plate.

» Cereal about a cup = your

fist

» Chicken breast about 3

» Baked fish about 3 ounces =

A Cherry-Picked Path
Away From Pain

t is believed that cherries con

tain anti-inflammatory proper -
ties, and a new study of errcise-
induced muscle pain may add
credence to that.

Participants in the study were
asked to drink a bottle of a cher
ry juice blend twice a day for
three days before errcise and
for four days after exercise — or
to drink a placebo juice contain
ing no cherries. The 12-ounce

cherry drink contained the liquid
equivalent of 50 to 60 tart cher-
ries. The participants then per
formed a type of muscle-damag
ing exercise — flexing and tens
ing one arm 20 times. Those
drinking the placebo juice report
ed their muscle strength fell by
22 percent, while those drinking
the cherry juice blend reported
only a 4 percent loss. The aver
age pain score for the placebo
group was 3.2 and the pain con
tinued through the next 48
hours; for those drinking cherry
juice the score was 2.4 and their
pain peaked within 24 hours.
Researchers say this difference is
significant.

Researchers from the
University of Vermont, New
York’s Nicholas Institute of
Sports Medicine and Ahletic
Trauma, and Cornell University
undertook the study. The find-
ings were originally published in
the British Journal of Sports
Medicine.

Previous studies have found
that cherries have the potential
to ease the pain of arthritis and
gout, and reduce risk factors for
heart disease, diabetes, and cer
tain cancers. Cherries also have
been found to help regulate the
body’s natural sleep patterns, aid
with jet lag, prevent memory
loss, and delay the aging process,

according to the Cherry
Marketing Institute.

Age Bears Little Impact
on Muscle Strength of
Older Women

No more excuses, grandma. A
University of New Hampshire
study has found that elderly
women can increase muscle
strength as much as young
women can. Researchers say the
findings indicate that a decline in
muscle function is less a natural
part of aging and instead proba
bly the result of a decline in
physical activity.

The study participants — two
groups of inactive women —
spent eight weeks in training that
targeted their knee extensor mus
cles, the muscles that are critical
to walking, stair-climbing, and
rising from a sitting position.

The participants in the older
group (ages 65—-84) increased
their strength the same percent
age as the younger group (ages
18-34). However, the older
group was not as successful in
increasing their power over time.
They showed a 10 percent
increase in power whereas the
younger group showed a 50 per
cent increase. This is most likely
the result of being inactive for so
long.

staff met with Kareem Dale,

the disability policy advisor
for President-elect Barack
Obama, to discuss major policy
concerns of the disability com
munity. The meeting, which
included representatives from a
number of disability organiza
tions, was portrayed as the begin
ning of an ongoing dialogue with
disability advocates that the
Obama administration intends to
pursue.

Among the issues discussed
were the high poverty rate and
low workforce participation rate
among people with disabilities,
the need for more and better
home and community-based serv
ices, better enforcement of the
ADA and Fair Housing accessibH
ity standards and the United
Nation’s Convention on the
Rights of Reople with Disabilities.
PVA staff urged the administra
tion to address gaps in voting
accessibility and compliance with
the “Help America Vote Act” and
to ensure that veterans with dis
abilities are considered in all
broad disability policy initiatives.

Mr. Dale acknowledged that
employment is already looming
large as an issue with which the
incoming administration will
have to grapple in its first few
months. He also mentioned that
accessible housing has been a
topic raised in preliminary delib-
erations on disability policy

I n early January Advocacy

efforts. In response to comments
about the need to include people
with disabilities in sports and
recreation programs, Mr. Dale
reflected on his own participa
tion in Chicago sports programs
for children with disabilities and
expressed particular interest in
wheelchair basketball.

Deputy Secretary of
Veterans Affairs
Gordon H. Mansfield

Retires

great friend of Paralyzed

Veterans of America (PYA)
members and staff is moving on
after many years of service to
this country. Deputy Secretary of
Veterans Afairs (VA) Gordon H.
Mansfield retired after five years
as the Department’s second in
command. During that time he
helped oversee the operations of
the federal government’s second
largest department, responsible
for a nationwide system of health
care services, benefits programs
and national cemeteries for
America’s veterans and their
dependents.

Mr. Mansfield was nominated
to serve as Deputy Secretary by
President George WBush on
November 3, 2003, and con
firmed by the Senate on January
22, 2004. He became Ating
Secretary of \éterans Afairs on
October 1, 2007, following the
resignation of Secretary Jim
Nicholson. His service as Ating
Secretary ended on December
20, 2007.

Prior to being named the
Deputy Secretary Mr. Mansfield
served as YA Assistant Secretary
for Congressional and Legislative
Affairs. He also served as the leg
islative advisor to the Secretary
of Veterans Afairs and was
responsible for \A's
Congressional relations and for
representing \A programs, poli-
cies, investigations and legislative
agenda to Congress.

Before joining the VA, Mr.
Mansfield served as e&cutive
director of PVA. In that position,
the highly decorated Metnam
veteran oversaw daily operation
of PVAs national office in
Washington, D.C. Mr. Mansfield
held a number of positions at
PVA from 1981 to 1989, and
served as the organization’s first
associate egcutive director of
Government Relations.

Mr . Mansfield also served as
Assistant Secretary for &ir
Housing and Equal Opportunity
at the Department of Housing
and Urban Development from
1989 to 1993 during President
George H. W. Bush’s
Administration. Prior to 1981, he
practiced law in Ocala, Florida.

Mr. Mansfield received his
undergraduate degree from
Villanova University and law
degree from the University of
Miami. He enlisted in the Army
in 1964 and served two tours of
duty in Vietnam. While serving
as a company commander with
the 101St Airborne Division dur -
ing his second tour he was
wounded during the Tet
Offensive in 1968 sustaining a
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spinal cord injury. For his actions
while his unit was under fire, he
was decorated with the
Distinguished Service Cross, the
Army’s second highest award for
valor. He was medically retired
by the U.S. Army at the grade of
Captain. His other combat dece
rations include the Bronze Stay
two Purple Hearts, the Combat
Infantryman’s Badge and the
Presidential Unit Citation.

Mr. Mansfield was inducted
into the Army Ranger Hall of
Fame in 2007 and the U.S. Army
Officer Candidate School Hall of
Fame in 1997.

Deputy Secretary Mansfield
was honored as the Outstanding
Disabled \kteran of the Year at
the 2006 national convention of
Disabled American \éterans, and
was inducted into the Spinal
Cord Injury Hall of F ame in
October, 2006. He is also a
recipient of the Presidential
Distinguished Service Avard and
the Villanova University Alumni
Human Relations Medal.

Senate Confirms New
Secretary

n January 14, Senator

Daniel Akaka (D-HI),
Chairman of the Senate
Committee on Veterans’ Afairs
held the first meeting of the
committee for the 111th
Congress. The purpose was to

consider the nomination of Gen.
Eric K. Shinseki, retired Army
chief of staff, and President
Obama’s selection to become the
Secretary of the Department of
Veterans Afairs. Chairman

Akaka explained to the commit
tee that he has known Gen.
Shinseki and his family for many
years since the retired General is
a native of Hawaii. To support
General Shinseki, two Wrld War
Il combat veterans testified to the
committee on his behalf—the
Senior Senator from Hawaii,
Daniel K. Inouye, and Senator
Robert Dole, who retired after
the 109th Congress.

Senator Inouye has known
Shinseki since he offered him an
appointment to West Rint in
1961. He later supported
Shinseki with his struggle to
remain on active duty in the
Army after loosing his right foot
when a land mine exploded dur
ing his first tour in Vietham. He
returned to Vietnam for a second
tour and was awarded two
Purple Hearts. Gen. Shinseki was
one of only a few service merm
bers who remained on active
duty after an amputation during
the Vietnam War. Shinseki’s mit
itary career ended in 2003 short
ly after he testified to the Senate
about the need for more troops
in Irag. During that time, his
evaluation of the needs for
troops in Irag seemed to be at
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odds with the Administrations
evaluation and Defense Secretary
Donald Rumsfeld’s plan for the
war.

The primary issue discussed
during the confirmation hearing
was advanced appropriations for
VA health care—the alternative
funding process supported by all
the veterans’ service organiza
tions. Shinseki assured the com
mittee that he favors the process
of providing funding for the V A
health-care system in advance.
When asked about whether or
not the upcoming Administration
budget submission for FY 2010
would include an advance appre
priations proposal, he informed
the committee that he could not
say at this time.

Senator Foger Wicker, (R-MS)
asked Shinseki about how he
would enroll new Priority Group
8 veterans into the \A health-
care system—an issue that is a
top priority for the incoming
Administration. Shinseki
explained that the VA would take
a measured approach to ensure
that the system does not become
overwhelmed by new demand.
Some members of Congress
argue that providing health care
to all veterans, including non-
service connected veterans with
middle income earnings, could
jeopardize the quality and avad
ability of care for higher priority
veterans. Gen. Shinseki empha
sized that he would need time to
familiarize himself with the num-
ber of potential new enrollees
and current problems with the
system.

The Senate Committee unani
mously approved the nomination
of Shinseki as the new YA
Secretary The full Senate officiat
ly confirmed Shinseki as the
Secretary of \éterans Afairs on
January 20, immediately after
President Obama was sworn in as
the new Resident.

Keep an Eye on the
Temperature of Your
Decisions

any factors enter into the

decisions and judgments we
make: intellectual abilities, access
to information, emotional needs.
Now scientists have determined
that physical temperature can
also impact how we see others
and how we behave.

Yale psychologists say subjects
were casually asked to hold a cup
of warm coffee or iced coffee.
Then the subjects were given a
packet of information about an
individual and asked to assess
personality traits. Rarticipants
assessed the person as significant
ly “warmer” if they had previ-
ously held a warm cup of coffee
rather than an iced one. In a sec
ond study, participants held
either heated or frozen therapeu
tic packs as part of a product
evaluation study Then they were
told they could receive a gift cer
tificate for a friend or a gift for
themselves. Those who held the
hot pack were more likely to
request the gift certificate for the
friend, while those who held the
cold pack were more likely to
take the gift for themselves.

The findings were originally
published in the journal Science.

Feeling at Odds
With the World?

f you've hit a snag and feel as if

it's you vs. the world, ask your
self one question: ‘Am | strug-
gling against something that is
unchangeable?”

Ask this question of each of
your “battles”: your desire for
more feedback from your boss,
your irritation with the consis -
tently bad produce at your near
by grocery store, your annoyance
with impolite people. Will your
boss change because you want
her to? Robably not. Is the gro-
cery store going to start selling
better produce?

If something
isn't going to change, then why
keep railing against it? Move on.

Screwed Up Your
Finances?
You're in good
company

istory has a lot of lessons to

teach us, one of them being
that our popular images of iconic
figures don’t give us the full pic
ture of who they really were.
When it came to managing
money, for instance, many of
them didn’t practice what they
preached—not even luminaries
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like Thomas Jefferson, according
to historian David McCullough.
In fact, Jefferson often told his
daughter Ratsy to never “buy
anything which you have not the
money in your pocket to pay
for.” McCullough also says that
Jefferson warned his daughter
that the pain of debt was far
greater than doing without what-
ever it was she wanted.

Jefferson himself though,

rarely denied himself anything,
no matter how extravagant. In
Paris, he once bought a chariot
he desired and had it reuphol
stered in green Moroccan
leather. The total cost: more than
15,000 francs — at a time when
the average Fench worker’s
annual wage was about 800
francs. Jefferson spent as much
on his chariot as an average
worker would earn in 19 years.
When Jefferson left the presiden
cy, he also left behind a $10,000
tab for wine. And when he died
in 1826, all of his possessions
were auctioned off to pay his
creditors.

Other famous people have had

money problems as well:

» Mark Twain built a spectacu
lar house with the first floor
interior designed and fur-
nished by Tiffany associates.
But because of a series of bad
investments, he was forced to
declare bankruptcy and
embark on a worldwide lec
ture tour in order to pay the
bills.

* Musical genius Amadeus
Wolfgang Mozart handled his
money badly too—borrow -
ing from one creditor to pay
another. Much like many
people today use credit cards
to pay debts. Mozart died a
pauper.

How to Outsmart a Fly

e've all been there—armed
with a flyswatter or rolled-

up newspaper and chasing futile
ly after a tiny winged creature.
Turns out, scientists saythat
those lowly flies are using some
pretty amazing brainpower when
it comes to outsmarting us and
outmaneuvering our swatters.

Here’s what happens: The
minuscule fly is confronted with
the image of a threatening-look
ing swatter, California Institute
of Technology researcher
Michael Dickinson says. (It's lit
tle wonder the fly noticed: It has
a near 360-degree field of view
and can see behind itself Then
with its teensy-weensy brain, the
insect calculates the exact loca
tion of the impending threat,
generates an escape plan, and
hops very efficiently out of
harm’s way

So what’'s a human to do?
Once the fly spots the swatter
you have about 100 milliseconds
before it finishes analyzing and
strategizing, Dickinson says. dur
best bet at making every swat
count is to refrain from hitting
the fly in its starting position.
Instead, Dickinson suggests aim
ing a bit forward—trying to
anticipate which direction the fly
is going to jump when it first
detects your “weapon.”

A Day-By-Day Guide to
Confidence

Want to feel better about
yourself? It could be as
easy as buying a big calendar and
a felt-tipped marker. Each day
write down one goal that you
want to accomplish. It can be
something easylike buying a
new pair of shoes, writing in a
journal, or going to your child’s
play. Whatever it is that you

want or need to get done. When
you get to the end of the day and
you've accomplished your goal,
mark it off your calendar. Do

this for three to four weeks. The

In research on the relationship
between color and human behav
ior, a University of Rochester
study has revealed the impact
color can have on men without
their awareness.

In the study, the male partici
pants looked at pictures of
women who were variously
framed in different colors—red,
gray, green, or blue. They also
viewed photos of the same
women whose shirt colors had
been digitally changed. In both
cases, the women shown either
framed in the color red or wear-
ing the color red were rated
more significantly attractive and
sexually desirable by the men.
Red did not increase attractive
ness ratings for females rating
other females. And the color did
not affect how men rated women
in terms of likeability, intelli -
gence, or kindness. Males of
other mammal species are also
known to be attracted to the
color red, which leads
researchers to believe that the
aphrodisiacal effect of red may
have deep biological roots.
